There are two sessions. Session 1: June 16 —July 9; Session 2 : July 14 — August 6.

Kids ages 5 to 14 years
old will be busy and active with sports, activities, creative arts, group games and more. There will be three sessions:
Session 1: June 15 —July 2; Session 2: July 6 — 24; Session 3: July 27 — August 14.
