Following a short presentation by Kaiser
Permanente, lesson scholarships will be distributed. Qualified participants must attend the kick-off event to
receive their Operation Splash scholarship.

The Desert Recreation District manages Pawley Pool Family Aquatic Complex in Indio, Bagdouma Pool in
Coachella and Mecca Pool in Mecca. In addition to swimming lessons, the Desert Recreation District also offers
swim passes so that residents can “beat the heat” at any of one the three pools.
